Declaration made pursuant to Articles 46 and 47 of the Consolidated Law on Administrative Documentation No. 445/2000

☐ that it has adopted, or undertakes to adopt, appropriate internal measures to prevent and manage any conflicts of interest, through the collection and verification of individual declarations by the members of the evaluation committee and the staff involved in the procedure;
☐ to undertake to promptly notify in writing the Agency for Agricultural Disbursements (AgEA), the Ministry of Agriculture, Food Sovereignty and Forestry (MASAF) and the European Commission of any circumstances that may constitute or give rise to suspicion of a conflict of interest during the implementation of the project.

The undersigned also undertakes to promptly notify, and in any case within 30 days of the change, any changes to the content of this declaration and to make, if necessary, a new declaration replacing the previous one.
